Artist Eligibility

To be eligible for the ART x ARCHITECTS First Friday Exhibition you must be a member of AIA Kansas City, who has completed and turned in the Information Form.  The artist is limited to one submission.
The following Artwork will be accepted for display at the 2011 ART x ARCHITECTS Exhibition:
2-Dimensional Design: Includes works on paper or board, which did not involve a computer to produce, such as: drawings (pencil, pen and ink, charcoal, pastels, crayon, chalk, etc.), prints (lithography, etching, screen print, woodblock, linoleum block, etc.), decoupage, collage, quilling, or other paper cutting/layering techniques, and scratchboard/clayboard etchings.

3-Dimensional Design: Includes objects such as: sculpture wood, metal, paper, found objects, assemblages, etc.), ceramic, constructions (masks, books, papier-mâché, 3-dimensional paper designs, etc.), baskets, furniture, glass (stained, blown, mosaic, etc.), and jewelry.

Digital Media: Includes images which were created or enhanced with image editing software, such as: digital illustrations and significantly digitallyenhanced or manipulated photographic images (composites, “stitched” panoramas, color alternations, high dynamic range (HDR), etc.).

Fiber Art: Includes 2-dimensional and 3-dimensional work that utilizes textiles or threads, such as: dyed fabrics (batik, silk painting, stamped designs, etc.), knitting, crocheting, tatting, needlework (embroidery, needlepoint, etc.), quilting, weaving, and wearable art (costumes, hats, etc.).

Painting: Includes painted work on canvas or board such as: oil, acrylic, watercolor, compressed paint (spray paint, airbrush, etc.), encaustic (hot wax painting), and ink (brush).

Photography: Includes images created with a digital or film camera that have not undergone significant digital manipulation or enhancements printed through traditional processes or printers.
ART x ARCHITECTS Entry Information Form & Release of Responsibility
By September 8, 2011, architects must complete and return the Information Form. This information will be used to lay out the exhibition, and also appear on the wall labels. The Release of Responsibility section of the call for submissions must also be signed.  Submissions without an Information Form and Release of Responsibility cannot be displayed.
Please include information to be used for labeling the artwork.  Please include the title of the piece, artist’s name, and a brief description or your inspiration for the artwork.  You may also include your firm name if you would like. 
Coordinating Delivery/Pick-up of Artwork
Architect/artists are responsible for delivery and pick-up of their artwork to AIA Kansas City by the exhibition drop-off (September 29, 8:00am - 5:00pm) and pick-up (October 11, 8:00am – 5:00pm) deadlines.

Please note that AIA Kansas City is not responsible for any damages to artwork while on our premises from September 29 – October 11.
